ARTICLE I: OFFICES

‘The principal office of the Chapter in the State of Pennsylvania shall be located
in Monroe County as Vietnam Veterans of America. Pocono Chapter 678, P.O.
Box 103 Stroudsburg, PA. 18360. County of Monroe.

The Chapter may have such other offices either or within the State of
Pennsylvania. As the board of directors may determine or as the affairs of the
Chapter may require from time to time. The Chapter shall have and continuously
maintain in the Sate of Pennsylvania a registered office and a registered agent
whose office is identical with such registered office as required. The registered
office may be but need not be identical with such registered office as principal
office in the State of Pennsylvania and the address of the registered office may
be changed from time to time by the board of directors.

ARTICLE II: CHAPTER FORMATION

The Chapter shall remain incorporated as a not-for-profit corporation and
continuously hold a chapter evidencing that said chapter is a duly authorized and
chartered chapter of the corporation, Vietham Veterans of America, Inc.
Hereafter, “National Corporation” Vietnam Veterans of America Chapter 678 is
referenced to as the “Chapter”.

ARTICLE lll: MEMBERS

SECTION 1: Membership in the National Corporation is required for membership
in the Chapter. Individual membership is the National corporation and Chapter is
open to any veteran of the military service of the United States who served on
active duty during the dates established by federal law for the Vietham War,
paying in advance annual dues set by the chapter and conforming to and



complying with the VVA constitution. These by-laws and rules of the National
Corporation and Chapter now or hereinafter in effect. Members shall file a DD214
or SF 180 other proof of qualification for membership.

The National Board of Directors has the authority to designate the dues,
entitlements, eligibility requirements and available services concerning such
members. The National Board of Directors and/or the Chapter Board of Directors
shall have the authority to restrict from membership a person or group of persons
when in their judgment, admission of such person or persons would be
inconsistent with or detrimental to the purpose, objectives, or goals of the
National Corporation, the Chapter or otherwise. '

SECTION 2: Voting Rights: Each individual member shall be entitled to one (1)
vote on each matter submitted to a vote of the members.

SECTION 3: Termination of Membership: Failure of any member to maintain
membership in good standing in the National Corporation shall ‘automatically
result in the termination of said members membership in the Chapter.

SECTION 4: Resignation: Any member may resign by filing a written resignation
with the secretary of the chapter, but such resignation shall not relieve the
member who's resigning of the obligation to pay any dues, assessments or other
charges heretofore accrued and unpaid.

SECTION 5: Reinstatement: A former member shall be reinstated immediately by
the payment of his/her dues to the Chapter Membership Chairperson. Membership
in the Chapter shall be subject to the provisions in Article 3, Section 1.

ARTICLE IV: MEETING OF MEMBERS:

SECTION 1: Annual Meeting: An annual meeting of the members shall be held
on or around the 4™ Thursday in the month of April in each year beginning with
the year 1995, at the hour of 7:30 PM. The purpose shall be for the electing
directors, officers and committee members for one (1) year terms. State Council
delegates and alternate State Council Delegates, the number of which shall be
determined by State Council by-laws, shall also be elected for (2) two year terms
at the annual meeting occurring in each even-numbered year. The meeting will
also be for the transaction of such other business as may come before the
Chapter. In all cases the annual meeting must be held in the month of April.

SECTION 2: Special Meetings: Special meetings of the members may be called
at any time by the chapter president or at the written request of a majority of the
board of directors of the chapter or of the individual members in good standing. A
special meeting may also be called by the president of the National Corporation
or the president of the Pennsylvania State Council or the state in which the



chapter is located when he or she deems such to be in the best interest of the
National Corporation.

SECTION 3: Regular Meetings: Regular meetings of the chapter normally shall
be held on the fourth (4™) Thursday of the month, except the month of
November. The Regular meeting time and place will be determined by the board
of directors of the chapter and announced to the individual members at a chapter
meeting, by newsletter or by a notice to the members at least ten (10) days prior
to the meeting.

SECTION 4: Notice of Annual and Special Meetings: Notice of the annual
meeting or a special meeting shall be delivered either personally or by mail,
stating the place, day, and hour of meeting to each member entitled to vote at
such meeting, at least ten (10) days before any special meeting, and not less
than thirty (30) days nor more than fifty (50) days before any annual meeting, by
or at the direction of the chapter president or the chapter secretary or the officers
or persons calling the meeting. In the case of a special meeting or when required
by statute or by these by-laws the purpose or purposes for which the meeting is
. called shall be stated in the notice. If mailed, the notice of a meeting shall be
deemed to be delivered in the United States mail addressed to the members at
his or her address as it appears on the records of the corporation, with the
postage paid.

SECTION 5: Place of Meetings: All meetings of the members shall be held at the
principal offices of the chapter or such other place as the board of directors of the
chapter shall be designated in the notice of such meeting.

SECTION 6: Quorum: The presence in person for three (3) individual members
or ten (10) percent of the members entitled to vote at any meeting, whichever is
greatest, shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of any business, provided,
however that the presence in person of five (5) individual members or twenty-five
percent (25%) of the members entitled to vote at an annual meeting, whichever is
greater shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of any business at said
annual meeting. The Pennsylvania State Council may modify such quorum
requirements in the event that the members of the chapter requesting such
modification are regularly unable to attend meetings because of incarceration or
because they have been called to active military service.

SECTION 7: Manner of Acting: A majority of votes entitled to be cast on a matter
to be voted upon by the individual members present at a meeting at which a
quorum for the transaction of any business is present shall be necessary for the
adoption thereof unless a greater proportion is required by law of these by-laws.
Each individual member shall be entitled to one (1) vote on all chapter business
submitted to the membership for a vote. Each individual member shall be entitled
to one (1) vote on all National and/or State Council business submitted to the
membership for a vote. Votes must be cast in person in a manner designated by



the board of directors of the chapter.
ARTICLE V: BOARD OF DIRECTORS

SECTION 1: General Powers: The affairs of the chapter shall be managed by the
board of directors of the chapter. Chapter directors need not be residents of the
State of Pennsylvania.

SECTION 2: General Responsibilities: The board of directors of the chapter
shall be responsible for the control and management of the affairs, property and
interest of the chapter. The board shall keep the National Corporation advised of
the activities of the chapter for complying with all reporting requirements
established by the constitution of the National Corporation or any local State and
Federal law. The board shall guide and administer the chapter so that the
purpose, principals and goals of the National Corporation resolutions and
directive of the National Corporation are followed, and for making and suggestlng
recommended programs.

SECTION 3: Tenure and Qualifications: The voting chapter directors (hereafter
chapter directors) each and individual member shall be elected from the
individual members in good standing of the members present in person are
entitled to both at the annual meeting of the members or as hereinafter provided.
Each chapter director shall hold the office for one (1) year term as determined by
the individual members of the chapter, until the next annual meeting and until his
or her successor is elected and has qualified. A director may succeed himself or
herself any number of times.

SECTION 4: Number of Chapter Directors: Inclusive of the chapter officers set
forth below shall consist of not less than five (5) nor more than twenty (20). The
exact number of chapter directors shall be determined by the board of directors
of the chapter, subject to the approval of the individual members of the chapter.
The president, secretary, treasurer and such other officers as have been
authorized and elected by the individual members of the chapter, shall be
members of the board of directors of the chapter and their terms of office shall be
co-term with that of the office that they hold.

SECTION 5: Annual Meeting of the Board of Directors: The board of directors
shall meet prior to the annual meeting of the chapter members. This meeting
shall be considered the annual meeting of the board of directors of the chapter.

SECTION 6: Required Meeting of the Board of Directors: The board of directors
shall meet at least once (1) a month inclusive of the annual meeting of the board
of directors of the chapter as scheduled or when called by the president of the
chapter or by one-third (1/3) of the chapter directors, at such time and place as
may be specified in the notice thereof.
